1. We have audited the accompanying standalone financial statements of Apt Packaging Limited 

having CIN: L24100MH1980PLC022746 (“the Company”), which comprise the Standalone 

Balance Sheet as at 31°' March 2024, the Standalone Statement of Profit and Loss (including 

other comprehensive income), Standalone Statement of Cash Flows and Standalone Statement 

of Changes in Equity for the year then ended, and notes to the Standalone financial statements, 

including a summary of material accounting policies and other explanatory information. 

2. In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us,

Basis for Qualified Opinion

report. We are independent of the Company in accordance with the Code of Ethics issued by the 

Institute of Chartered Accountants of India (ICAl) together with the ethical requirements that are 

relevant to our audit of the Standalone financial statements under the provisions of the Act and 

the rules there under, and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with 

these requirements and the ICAI's Code of Ethics.

Qualification 
4. a. The accumulated losses of the Company have exceeded its net worth. The accounts have, 

however, been prepared by the management on a going concern basis, as explained in Note 

No. 33 to the financial statement. Should, however, the company be unable to continue as a 

going concern, the extent of effect of the resultant adjustments on the assets and liabilities as 

at the end of the year and on the loss for the year has not been ascertained presently. 

b. The company has not provided for sales tax liability aggregating to Rs.36.84 Lakhs for the 
financial year 2015-16 and 2016-17 for the reasons stated in note no - 32 to the financial 
statements. 

c. The company has not provided/ paid interest of Rs 0.84 Lakhs on delayed payment to parties 
covered under the provisions of Micro, Small and Medium Enterprises Development Act 2006. 
Refer note no 17.2 to the financial statements. /S 
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d. The company has not provided GST liability totaling Rs. 20.70 Lakhs for the financial year 
2019-20 for the reasons stated in note no - 30(g) to the financial statements. The appeal 
against this order has been filed before the appellate authority. 

e. The balances of Trade Receivable, Trade Payable, Unsecured Loans, Employees, Loans and 
Advances are subject to confirmations and reconciliation. Refer note no 35 to the financial 
statements. 

f. Attention is invited to note no 40(h) to the financial statement in respect of non-provisioning 
of compensated absences based upon the actuarial valuation, which is accounted for based 
upon liability determined by the management considering balance leave of employee at the 
year end. In the opinion of the management, the difference, if any, would be insignificant. 

g. Attention is invited to note no 07 to the financial statement in respect of non-provisioning of 
doubtful debts amounting Rs. 11.45 Lakhs. 

Emphasis of Matter 

5. a. The company is valuing its stock on first in first out basis based upon the physical 
verification of inventory conducted by the management at the year end. The Company has yet 
to implement a system by which the valuation is derived based on the purchases and 
consumption records maintained in the computer system. 

b. The interest on unsecured loans availed from related and other unrelated parties has not 
been provided for in view of waiver of interest for the current year received from lenders. 

Information other than the Standalone Financial Statements and Auditor’s Report thereon 
6. The Company’s Board of Directors is responsible for the other information. The other
